This will help the politicians and legislators understand that they a truly representing the wishes of their people.As Emergency Nurses we must remember our responsibility as leaders; this requires an eye for change and a steadying hand to provide both vision and reassurance that change can be mastered, a voice that articulates the will of the group and shapes it to constructive ends, and an ability to inspire by force of personality while making others feel empowered to increase and use their own abilities. I truly believe that we can make our own future!
