	Government Affairs: 

5 minutes

I am pleased to report that a meeting occurred yesterday with Rep. 

Michael May (R-CO 44th District). I presented a short PowerPoint outlining the issue with some data that reinforced the issue. This PowerPoint will be available to review on the Colorado ENA website  (http://coloradoena.homestead.com/within) the next seven days.

 We asked Rep. Michael May to help us with the following;

l      A Bill to Consider a Violent Act against a Health Care Worker as an Aggravated Assault

l      Change pre-existing criminal code that sets penalties for assault (or equivalent criminal code violation) on a police officer, fireman, or EMS worker; expand the current law by adding the term “health care workers”.

He has agreed to look into the matter further and he has assigned a team member to obtain further data including the pros and cons of supporting this piece of legislation.

His main concern is that changing the law to make this felony could 

impact the financial operations of the state penitentiary. He stated 

that typically in response to proposed law changes the penitentiary mayy 

release a “fiscal note” which is based upon them needing a bigger 

budget to accommodate a larger influx of prisoners. His team is going 

to investigate what this cost may be and they may be using data from 

states that have previously enacted this bill.  

I am certain you would agree that this is another positive step forward 

and I will make sure to keep you all up to date with any future 

development.
We are pleading with you to please vote for this measure if you never read anything else or vote, this is a major issue and great stride made with all of our interests in mind!!!!
